1. Introduction: Duty, Topic – "The British Society: ethnic culture"

2. Cluster  We used the cluster with the culture scheme to understand what we mean under the notion of culture.(name the components) (1 min)

Firstly, write down your basic knowledge using the first column of the chart. The first column is only for the personal knowledge you had before this lesson. You should make brief notes using words and expressions and you have only 1 minute. After that you won't be allowed to continue your work.
What are your notes?

5. Comprehension stage. Put away the charts and have a look at the INDIAN LONDON  Presentation, the example of the merging of Indian and British cultures. What are the parts of Indian culture which were adopted by the Londoners?
6. Reflection stage. Now  for 1 min you should fill in the third column in your chart with the new information you've just known.  What new facts about the Indians have you seen? (answers) 
7. Challenge stage. We see that London is a city of great ethnic diversity. More than one in three of London's residents belong to an ethnic minority group. It’s clear that the concept of multiculturalism is natural for this society.
What is Multiculturalism?  (Other definitions include, first the idea that the different groups should be afforded equal respect.  Second there is the idea the different groups within a country should be kept separate so as to preserve their culture. Third: the idea that no culture is superior to any other.)
But it is not clear what the central merits of multiculturalism are supposed to be. 
Also, the question is open about its contradictions.

Comprehension stage. You’ll work in groups and read the theses about multiculturalism. It’s the same for each group but the task is different. You'll get different fishbone schemes. You see the questions in the head, ribs for making notes and tail for answering the question. The upper ribs are for main ideas like the parts of a plan, the lower ribs – for explanations of the ideas or for examples and special features. Complete these fishbones for 3 minutes working in a group and work out the proof with strong arguments: the first group – in favour of multiculturalism, the second group – against it.  Choose the captain to write down and delegate your answers.
Ask the captains.

8. Reflection stage. Balanced consideration. The main question is: is it possible for different religious and cultural groups to coexist within the bounds of one state?
Each minority must learn to coexist with neighbouring nations but what are the ways?  Let’s discuss this point in groups and suggest the best ideas.
